1 In the Gregorian calendar, a year is a period of time divided into
12 months. There are 365 days. Normally, February has 28 days.
But every 4 years, February has 29 days. This year of 366 days is called leap
year. A year has 52 weeks. Each week is divided into 7 days. The northern and southern

5 hemisphere have 4 natural seasons: spring, summer, autumn and winter. Europe is in the
northern hemisphere. Australia is in the southern hemisphere. Therefore, the seasons in
Germany and the United Kingdom (UK) are at the opposite times of the year to Australia.
When it's summer in Germany and the UK it’'s winter in Australia. When it’s spring in Australia,
it's autumn in Germany.
